1.3 Google Group

1.5 SSS Email Account
Chaudry: There is an email account where students can email the Society with any questions, concerns, or special request. 1.6 Windsor Welcome Week Event: Marla Cronin
Cronin: This year there have been some changes to the Windsor Welcome Week procedures.  Convocation will now be at 3:00 p.m., instead of in the morning as it was before.  The barbeque that used to occur after Convocation is no longer be provided to the students.  After Convocation, all students will be invited by their societies to attend a campus wide game of Capture the Flag, after which each society will provide food for the students.  

Chaudry: Students will be provided with a T-shirt to wear to Convocation, and also wear during Capture the Flag.  

Cronin: Each society will try to get a different colour shirt for the game. 

Chaudry:  Students will be provided with a goody bag during the dinner, full of things such as lanyards, pens, and things from the Faculties.  We are hoping to hold dinner in the Pub.

Cronin:  The Social Science Society will have the entire inside of the Pub for their dinner, while another society will be given the patio of the Pub.

1.7 Ordering SSS Gear (T-Shirts, Lanyards, Pens, Exec Shirts, Banner)
Chaudry: This year we will be ordering new t-shirts, as we have run out of the ones used over the previous years. 

Cronin:  I have arranged to work with one company to produce the shirts for all the societies, thus we can get them at a better price.

Chaudry:  The logo cannot be drastically changed, as we need to keep the quality of the file, and a new logo would be quite expensive.  We can make minor changes though, such as to the font and moving the circles around.  We could make it vertical.  We will also be ordering lanyards, pens, executive shirts, and a Banner.  Is there anything else that you can think of to put inside of the goody bags?

Fiorini:  I know a few years ago the Society handed out Post-it Notes.  They were useful

Chaudry: Alright.  We also need to remember that we can go to the Faculties for things to put inside of the bags.

Cronin:  There are catalogs for you all to go through to choose everything.  You need to give me a design number for everything, along with a colour, size, and number.

4.7A T-Shirts

Chaudry: There are many options for the logo, which can be discussed later. We can take some time to think about their design. 

Wilkinson and Sperduti drew many different suggestions for changes to the logo.

Chaudry:  As for numbers, we will order 1000 navy shirts and 500 white shirts.  Only the Navy shirts will be handed out during Windsor Welcome Week and during Convocation for Capture the Flag.  Any leftover shirts will be handed out during events throughout the year.

B. J. Power and V. Sperduti:  Justin Trudeau Special Event

J. Power presented the board a letter and an explanation for the event, stating that they are requesting the Social Science Society to sponsor the table of Political Science Students that will be attending this event.  The event includes Justin Trudeau as the keynote speaker, along with a dinner.

Chaudry:  Special Event funding is available to students at a minimum of $50 with no set maximum.  This group is requesting $600 to cover the costs of ten students who have already been selected.  There are some concerns with this request mainly the short amount of time, seeing as the event is tomorrow (Wednesday May 16, 2007).  

Kavanaugh (Cronin): I have some concerns with the fact that the students have already been selected.  Because of the short time notice we are unable to open this up to all students, as well as arrange for a member of the Executive to attend as representation.  How have these students been chosen and who are they?

Sperduti: These are all Political Science students at the University of Windsor, most who are affiliated with Political Clubs on campus.  I just asked around to find out who was interested and those who said they were are the ones that will be coming.  

Chaudry:  My concern is that we cannot give money to pre-determined students without opening it up to everyone, especially since there will be other Social Science Students there whose cost was not covered.  We really need to be accountable in regards to our finances and such a request, while a really good event, was not presented in a way that I can justify funding.  This is also not a University of Windsor event, but rather a private one.  Did you approach any other groups for funding, such as the Department of Political Science?

Sperduti: No.

Chaudry:  I personally do not think that we can justify such funding based on the stated concerns.
