4.0 New Business

1) VP Finance Duties
Chaundry: Malak and I sat down and figured out how we want to work the finances.  It is a huge job and we need to keep a keen eye one it.  The VP of Finance is in charge of monitoring that.  If students ask how much money we have, make sure you are referring them to the VP Finance, along with letting Malak know what you are spending and keeping receipts.  We will follow whatever system works well for Malak, as everything will go through her.  

Nassereddine: as of Friday our finances stand at 56, 169.44.  

Chaundry:  There have been some changes to that as of now, because some money is coming back into our account.

2) Tentative Budget
Chaundry:  We will be getting a guest speaker for this year, so we have budgeted about $10,000 for this event, as this is what was spent on the guest speaker last year that was done in conjunction with the UWSA.  We will also try to get sponsors for this event from other groups around campus.  

For Charity ball, I have budgeted about $3000.

Club Funding and Special event Funding.  Club funding they can get $300 each time and special event funding can get no maximum amount.  For Club funding we have projected about $3000 and for Special event $8000. 

AfroFest:  Every year there is a weeklong event.  They ask every club for sponsoring.  Last year we gave around $300.  We do note have to set an exact amount now but we just have to set a maximum.  

Curran:  I say probably no more than $400.

Chaundry:  Okay that sounds good.

Other expenses:

Goods: $10 000

One other event: $10 000

That adds up to around $50 000
