4.03 Guest Speaker: Craig Kielburger
Wilkinson: Just as a little background information, Craig Kielburger was born December 17, 1982 in Thornhill, Ontario, Canada is a child rights advocate and leadership specialist. He also is an award-winning author and a popular speaker. On February 20, 2007 he was named a Member of the Order of Canada by the Governor General. He founded Free The Children, the world's largest network of children helping children through education, and co-founded Leaders Today, a youth leadership training organization. When he organized the former group at the age of 12, he became famous as a young social activist.

The suggested dates were October 4, October 9, and November 13, but the person advised against the October 9th date.

We would also have to choose amoung the available topics.

The fee would be $6000 plus tax which is quite reasonable.  Plus we would have the expenses to and from Toronto.

4.04 WWW September 5th Events
Chaudry:  I have been in contact with Mary Lou, who is the department secretary, and Richard who has been given acting responsibility over the Welcome Week events.  He is currently the acting Associate Dean.  They have emailed all the societies and only music has responded.  There seems to be a mass communication problem.  The Dean would like to see them plan something, however the Dean does not seem to be able to provide the funding.  We have proposed that they give us the money and then we will plan the events for all the Social Science students.  We can delegate a design to all the departments, following the outline that Sociology/Criminology has provided us.  In the morning the students would be with their separate departments, and in the afternoon we would organize the events as the entire faculty.  Vanessa will contact the clubs, in order to get help from all the clubs under the different societies.  We will be needing a room for each department, we could estimate how many students by taking the expected enrollment and cutting the number in half.  We also need as many faculty members and volunteers as possible to help us.  They would be in the 14 separate departments in the morning and then we would all meet, probably in the Quad, and divide students by the five societies.  Then we would all go to Welcoming Convocation as FASS.  All students will be given a shirt with FASS on the front and then their society on the back.  We will be paying for ½ the price of the shirt and FASS will pay the other half.  For most of the day we will be taking care of the stuff for the other faculties, until the point where the students get together, in which case then we will only worry about FASS students.  We still have the pub booked for dinner, and have decided we will be having a raffle.  We will advertise to students that there is a grand prize for the day, which will be a raffle of Cedar Point tickets.  We can have students hand in their nametags at the end of the day for the raffle.

Wilkinson:  Will it be offered to everyone?

Chaudry:  It was proposed to get students that come to stay and participate till the end.

We have the outline that Sociology and Criminology gave us.

Jamal:  Psychology has also provided a detailed plan that we can use.

Chaudry:  We may need to do the organizing for the other societies as well.  We will plan for the t-shirts, but we cannot completely take care of the students and all the events.

The date has already been confirmed.  We can start a Facebook group, and things like that.  We will delegate someone to advertise but word of mouth will work best so tell everyone you know.  

At 12:00 the park opens so we will probably not leave too early in the morning and the we will stay till 8:00 pm when it closes.

Jamal:  Does the price change if we do not fill the bus?

Chaudry: I think at that price we will have no problem getting people.  We need 75 people to fill a bus and we can get more buses if needed. 

Jamal:  So will we make posters and things like that.

Chaudry:  Yes, and use Facebook and Windsor Welcome Week to advertise.

We will coordinate it all with the Science Society.

4.3 Shinerama (Presented by Kira Phillips)

Phillips:  Alright, first as part of my presentation, I would like you all to take one of these straws and breathe through it.  I will explain it later, first I would like to talk about Shinerama.  

Shinerama is the largest Post Secondary School fundraiser.  All proceeds go towards Cystic Fibrosis, which affects the digestive tract.  You all probably having trouble breathing right now and are starting to feel dizzy right?  Well you can stop breathing into the straws but just remember that that is how a person with Cystic Fibrosis feels each day. 

 Our goal for Windsor this year is to raise $30 million dollars, but we will need the support of different groups on campus.

Most people with Cystic Fibrosis will live to be about 30-40 years old.  The money raised helps pay for their medication, which consists of about 20-30 pills a day.  We are requesting a donation of $1000 from you.  This will get your logo on the back of the Shinerama t-shirt, which will be worn by about 700 students on Shine Day.  There will also be a banner for our sponsors, along with advertising through the Lance, CJAM and AM 800.

Chaudry:  We have already budgeted for Shinerama, so we do not need to vote on it.  I do not think we budgeted that much though.  Our V.P. of Finance is not here today, but she will be able to tell you how much we are able to donate.  We will have her email you.  Also we need to give you our logo.

4.4 Locker/Society Literature  (Added Item)

Chaudry:  Every society has a locker in the CAW Centre.  We need to find out which is ours and get a lock for it.  We have SSS envelopes, and a camera that we can keep in it.  

Kavanaugh:  I can do that.

Chaudry:  We also need to make society literature.  Meaning we need to make newsletters, business cards, etc.  in order to advertise and let students know what is going on.
