4.0 Old Business

4.01 WWW Department Updates

Chaudry:  I just wanted to set up our budget for Windsor Welcome Week

Nassereddine:  I just wanted to know if the shirts for WWW are part of the budget?

Chaudry:  We can get the shirts through the faculty.  There is currently a verbal contract with FASS that if ALL the societies pay, we will pay for the shirts.  I got a great deal for the faculty where they are getting 900 shirts for $5000

Fiorini:  What will the shirts look like?

Chaudry: Navy shirts with white writing, front says FASS, back says department name, some will be blank for undeclared, and if there are extra students in some departments.  So we will not know yet what exactly how much we will be paying in regards to the $5000, but I will let you all know.
a. Psychology

Jamal:  The psychology department has everything planned out and organized.  They would like me to be there all day.  Is this possible?

Chaudry:  There will be a point where you will be a SSS representative to hand out merchandise and speak.  Each department will need to take some time and put it aside for us.  That is when we will hand out t-shirts, and also our pamphlets and let them know who we are.  We can also promote Cedar Point here.  It is no problem if you want to volunteer for the day with them, there are just some times during the day that we will need your help.  The same goes for everyone else and their departments. 

Kavanaugh: Psychology department also wants to give the shirts out in their bags for students.  They contacted me wanting to know if it was possible to get the shirts early.

Chaudry:  Students will be wearing their t-shirts to the Welcoming Convocation.  They will also be putting them on as soon as they get them, as we will bring them to each department that morning.  We will need to figure out sizes and things like that.  Sizes were really hard to organize.  

b. Political Science

Curran:  They are all taken care of.

c. Women Studies

Fiorini:  I am having trouble contacting this department.  There is one more contact I still have to try.

Chaudry: Their department does not have a lot of students.  Let them know that they will be getting t-shirts that say FASS in the front, and also to tell their students about capture the flag, the dinner, and Cedar Point.

d. Communication Studies 

Fiorini:  I did have contact with someone before our last meeting.  He has not emailed me since then, as I just learned he is away till next week.

e. History

Chaudry:  Since Bryan has resigned from his position; I will need someone else to speak to the history department.  I am not sure whom to contact.

Fiorini:  I can get that information for you.

Chaudry:  Okay email me the information and then I will have someone contact them.

4.02 Cedar Point

Chaudry:  We all need to advertise the Cedar Point Trip.  There has been a Facebook invite, but we also must spread it by word of mouth.  If anyone has money they can give it to me.  I will have Malak look over the finances for the trip.

Nassereddine:  I will not be here the week before or the day of the Cedar Point trip.  I can look over the finances until then though.

Chaudry:  I am not sure if that will work.  We will talk about it later.

If someone is coming I will need their name, student number, and email address.  I will be contacting everyone that is coming some time before the trip.  I will also need everyone’s $55.00 Canadian.  We have to make sure that we point out to people that the tickets are only good for September 9th.  That is something that we are going to have to remember when we do the raffle.

4.03 Guest Speaker

Wilkinson:  The money has been sent.  We still will need to buy plane tickets, the hotel accommodations, and transportation to and from the University.  They will organize the plane tickets for two, and then send us the price.  We organize the other accommodations.  They are still not sure if he is driving or flying.  

Chaudry: Last year we booked the Hilton for a great price.  I can look around for something like that again. The CAW is booked through Megan Carbone, it will be closed off that night.  Blair you will need to talk to Megan a little closer to the date to make sure everything will be taken care of.  We will also be advertising this on campus, along with to high schools and grade schools, since he is a youth speaker.  We can also get some community sponsors.

Wilkinson:  When we make advertising flyers, we need to send them to Free the Children first, as they have to approve it.

5.0 New Business

5.01 WWW Dinner

Chaudry: As of right now we have the pub booked.  It will cost $1560.   With this price there are three meal choices, the cost is approximately $5.95 a person.  In the morning when they get nametags they will indicate their choice to us.  The only problem is that we can only accommodate 200 students in the pub.  This may be a problem.  Science Society is doing a BBQ.  We could change to doing a BBQ and it would be cheaper and we could accommodate more people, however it would take a lot of manpower.  I think we are expecting 600 people in the morning for FASS, however we are not sure.  Everything is an estimate because no one kept track last year.  If most of the students stay we cannot accommodate them in the pub and I really do not want to turn students away, we would be expecting approximately 400.
Kavanaugh: Could we do two seatings?

Fiorini:  But what do you do with each group in the mean time.  

Kavanaugh:  What about if we open all the conference rooms?

Chaudry:  I do not think they will let us eat in here.  

I will talk to Science Society and see if there is somewhere we can do a BBQ too.  Maybe we can order the food with them but we would still have to find a location.  

Fiorini:  Is there a problem with this and Catering Services though?  Will they let us bring outside food on campus?

Chaudry:  Everyone is allowed one BBQ without going through Catering, this would be ours.

Nassereddine: Can the pub cater to a larger group?  Maybe in a different location?

Chaudry:  We would have to ask them.  Do you all want me to look into the BBQ idea?

All agreed

Chaudry:  We might be able to use the Assumption Church grounds.  Maybe we can have the pub agree to still be part of it.  The problem is that we would not have a BBQ, and the only other ones on campus belong to the pub.  We could set up a tent to hold all the people will tables, and the pub can take care of cooking the food.  We could use their patio and have the tent set up nearby to handle the overflow of people.  Someone will have to talk to Assumption Church grounds.  I can contact Festival Tents to get a tent.  Did anyone see the one we had last year?  That would probably be a good size.  

Nassereddine:  I will find out who to speak to at the Church. 

Chaudry: We need a loud speaker then to do the raffle and stuff.  We do want to be able to communicate with students and have them communicate with us.

Fiorini:  You would have to speak to Centre for Flexible Learning to book it.  You may need a staff member to do it though.

Chaudry:  Blair can you do this?

Wilkinson:  Yes.

Chaudry:  We could feed them hotdogs, burgers, and drinks.  We could also so something like a  snow cone machine, popcorn, or cotton candy.  We could just get cases of water as drinks.  This would probably be easiest.

Curran: I like the idea of a snow cone machine.  We need something that will be different to attract students.  We should still get pop, not just water.

Chaudry: Pub invoice cannot be processed yet, as we do not have all the needed signatures on it.  We will not talk to them about canceling but rather just see from Jay if catering to a tent would be possible if someone on campus wanted to do it.  Shae can you take care of this?  We really do not want to UWSA to know yet though, and all of this needs to be figured out by next week.

Kavanaugh will talk to Jay in the Pub.

Chaudry:  What do we want to do about the nametags.  We need to make something that can be later put in the raffle.

Wilkinson:  The departments will be giving out nametags that day.  Can we just use these.

Chaudry:  they will probably be the sticky ones though.

Fiorini:  What if we gave them a ticket if they still had their nametag from the morning.  We can make sure the departments give nametags and that students are told to keep them.

Jamal:  I can get us a roll of raffle tickets.

Chaudry:  Okay.  That should work.  We just need to make sure that the student will all have nametags from their department.

Kavanaugh exited at this time.

5.2 Goody Bags 

Fiorini: I do not think it is a good idea.  Both the UWSA and the Educational Development Centre has tried this in past years and all the merchandise is still sitting in a room and being used for volunteer prizes.

Chaudry: We have already ordered this stuff so any profit is good, it is not like it will cost us extra.

Fiorini:  Yes but other departments will be handing the same stuff out for free, and it would make our Society look bad.

Wilkinson: If we give them food then they will not care about getting anything else.  We can just randomly hand it out the merchandise.

Chaudry:  We could.  It would probably be easier also.

5.3 Printing SSS Materials

Chaudry:  We have a pamphlet from last year.  I would like to print more to give out during the Windsor Welcome Week day.  The only thing is we need someone that can change a PDF file, as the names on this flyer need to be changed to this year’s executive.  Does anyone know how to do this or someone that can do it?

Jamal:  I can talk to the Copy Shop and see if they can do it.

Chaudry:  Okay just get a price for us.

Jamal: Okay I just need to have a list of this year’s executive, everyone’s names and positions.

Chaudry:  I will email it to you.  Can you see what it will cost to make 500 copies, on glossy paper in colour.  We need to know by next week.

6.0 Financial Update 

Nassereddine: I have a brief outline of our current account summary but because UWSA Audit, we do not know the exact total yet.  Right now we are at - 55, 871.83, but the UWSA said that this would change.  Costs have come out for the guest speaker and Shinerama. 

Chaudry:  Okay.  I also have a receipt to give you from Staples, on the credit card.  We bought a lock for the locker and batteries for the camera.

Nassereddine:  Okay that is also on the statement.
