3.0 Old Business

3.01 WWW Report 

Chaudry:  This gives something for next year’s executive to look at.  I met with the dean and everyone to talk about it and hopefully there will be more communication in further years in order to organize a bit better.  We noticed that we loose students by letting time go between convocation and the department events.  They have decided that they will ask the departments to work from the end time when convocation is, that way we do not loose them.  There were some problems with t-shirts, they need to say just the department name and not add “department of” and then leave the FASS in front, do not use the logo as this worked well this year.   The dean’s office needs to know what rooms everyone is in, and set an idea with the society as the liaison, and then if the departments had one person that they could call a lot more would work, the society would be the middle ground so that the day of we are the connecting point for the departments.  What we need to do now is discuss what happened after convocation.  My thing is that is was too long.  Maybe not have events after convocation, or maybe make the day not as fast.  Is we had one event that would get students done by 5:00 then it would be more efficient.  Or we divide it between two different days.  We should look at it as a success though, we had 867 students.

Jamal:  I was really disappointed in the dinner.  It should have been advertised better, like in the book for Windsor Welcome Week.  

Kavanaugh:  It was in the book.

Chaudry:  Remember that most of the students are residence students. And it was a long day for them

Fiorini: Honestly, something like breakfast might be a better idea than dinner.  The morning they served breakfast was probably one of the more successful Welcome Week events.

Chaudry:  Actually that might be a better idea because that would get students here early and on time for the other events.  

Fiorini:  Plus consider that Vanier is open from 5-7 pm.  We had dinner at 7:00.  Most of the residence students went to Vanier and ate and the commuters went home.

Chaudry:  Dinner was not right after convocation and there was still capture the flag.  This made it a really long day.

Kavanaugh:  I think given the circumstance it went well.

Chaudry:  Yes, while it looked like a disaster to us, overall to the department it was a success. And now that to connections have been made, they have a better chance of making it work in the future.  

3.02 WWW Pictures

I had to go to the UWSA and talk to Marla and she said it should have been done a long time ago.  She also told me that our accounts would be frozen until we got ratified.  I have the papers, we just need one more signature.  If Jaclyn signs it today then we are done and I will hand in the papers.  
3.05 Locker

Chaudry:  We have a locker upstairs.  Please do not use it for personal use, it is only for Society related material.  We need to let the UWSA know so that no one cuts off the lock.  It is locker # 11.  Shae can you tell her next time you talk to her?

4.0 Financial Update

Chaudry:  It seems that even though we still have not paid for some of our Windsor Welcome Week stuff, we will still be under budget even when we do.  I also still need to discuss with Jay in the pub how much we will be paying for the dinner, as we did not feed as many people as expected. For the dinner we were supposed to pay $5.95 a person, to equal $1590, however I think we will only be paying about half of this.  The cotton candy machine was $142.62.  All our merchandise was $5072.20, which breaks down to $3242 for the shirts at 5.25 a piece, $537.30 for pens that we have yet to receive at .89 cents a piece, $1295.40 for lanyards at $2.22 a piece.  As for the faculty shirts, we still have not paid for them, however it will cost $2310.80.

5.0 New Business

5.01 Mental Health Research Fundraiser (Nadia Hachem and Youseph Dagher)

Presenters: We are working with Mental Health Department at Hotel Dieu, on the project Hooves for Healing, for mental health research.  We will be having a horse show September 29, and 30th in Maidstone and Harrow.  Businesses are helping to support this program, and we are asking for your help as it pertains to the area of psychology and we are both psychology students here at Windsor.

Chaudry: Is the sponsorship going towards the cost of the event?

Presenters:  Money that we are making is going directly to research.  The event is paying for itself through the fees for the competitors.

Chaudry:  What amount are you looking for?

Presenter: We are hoping for $1000.00, we know that is a lot and will take whatever we can get.  This will be a huge event, and we are expecting around 3000 people.  If you would like to come to the event, and set up a booth and speak to students.  

Chaudry:  All right, we will vote today and then get back to you with an amount.

Presenter: Thank you.

Chaudry:  How much did we budget for special event? 

Fiorini:  We have $8000.00 budget for special events

Chaudry:  It just comes down to the fact of whether we take it from special event or something else.

Kavanaugh:  I think we should be involved with it because it is a good event and we do have a lot of psychology students.

Chaudry:  But then we do have to open it up to all students, we could let psychology students especially know.

Wilkinson:  There is only a week notice though so how many people could we get?

Kavanaugh:  We can still try and make a condition that we will fund it as long as they advertise it to the students.

Chaudry: I would say that we give them $700.00 from the special events section.

5.03 Request to Change the Title of Information Officer

5.04 Meeting with the Dean

Chaudry:  I already discussed most of what the Dean’s office thought about Windsor Welcome Week.  He also had a few more ideas for the faculty.  He wants to start up some new programs, including a pre-law program.  He is also interested in adding student leaders to the Honour Roll dinner, as a way to recognize these students as they may not be on the Dean’s List.  Overall we want to faculty to be kept up to date with what is going on, the only way to do that is if we continue to act as a Liason between them and the students.

6.5 Charity Ball

Chaudry:  Every year Science Society, Computer Science Society, and Social Science Society create a council and hold Charity Ball.  Since every society has a formal, this is ours.  By combining forces we are able to make it bigger and cheaper.  They are starting to plan it.  Tuesday at 7:00 pm there will be a meeting.  The Presidents of three societies are three executives for this council and then we add another representative from each society.  Shae is our representative as Events Coordinator.  What happens is this group becomes a club.  The group also needs a financial person, which we have decided to be Malak.  We all have to be involved with these.  These people just act as a link.  One thing you have to remember when is that whoever sits on this committee acts as a representative for the society.  So any decisions that are made have to be brought to us and then we formally vote on it.  The way it will work is that there will be a Charity Ball meeting to discuss ideas, then everyone will bring the ideas back to their society, take votes, and then bring it back to the Charity Ball committee.  I want to make sure that is clear as it got kind of confusing last year.  when you are at this meeting you are a correspondence for the society, you cannot agree on you own it is on behalf of the society

5.05 Inter Society Council

Chaudry:  Similar to Charity Ball, the societies are supposed to form a council in order to keep lines of communication and be updated on what is going on.  The UWSA started this last year.  This will be starting soon.

5.06 Fall Semester Meeting Times

Fiorini:  We need to pick a time when we will meet for the entire semester.  The easiest way for me to do it is to set up another Doodle, only because for us to go through all the different times and days we are available would be too confusing.
