4.0 Old Business
4.1 Guest Speaker
Wilkinson:  The speaker is booked now all we need is general information to send to them.  We need to also book a hotel room, and arrange transportation.

Chaudry:  I can arrange that.

Wilkinson:  Two rooms with a king size bed, non-smoking, high speed Internet.  They also need guaranteed late arrival.  They are arranging the flight and we have to figure out other transportation.

Chaudry:  I do not like that.  Why are they arranging the flight?  Is that in the contract?

Wilkinson:  Yes

Chaudry:  If it is really expensive we need to look at this.  We can get plane tickets really cheap and I do not know if they will do that.

Wilkinson:  I do not think we will have a problem.  They look for one economy full fare and one economy.  They also had a few questions.  Do we want him to have a booth or table display? 

Chaudry:  Is that is preference?  Because I do not think it matters, if he wants a booth he can have a booth.

Wilkinson: Okay, is it appropriate to sell books?

Fiorini:  Try VIP limo, they do the entire shuttle with the Casino.

Chaudry: It would depend on how much  they charge.  We could get a limo for him if it isn’t too expensive.

Kavanaugh:  What is the official date?  

Wilkinson:  November 13th 8:00-9:00 pm he will be speaking.  He will need to do an A.V. check at 6:00 in the CAW. 

Chaudry:  CAW will not be closed until 7:30, and we cannot close it earlier food services will not let us.  

D’Onofrio:  We do not need to close the room for an AV check.  

Wilkinson:  It says we need to have the room closed with no audience.  What if we did 7:00 pm?

Chaudry:  We can try.  See last year the UWSA was helping, this year we are on our own, we have to go into negotiations with food services.  And we are going to need time to get everyone out of the CAW.  We also have to worry about advertising.  There may be a clause against external media people being there so we need to check that.  Aaron you will need to contact them to see if it is allowed.  It would be nice if we can videotape it but I am not sure if they will let us.

Ferron:  If they do I can get someone from   visual arts to tape it.

Wilkinson:  I have been working on a poster but I need a copy of our logo.  Do we have a copy of our logo?  

Chaudry:  I can put it on the Goggle group.  You also need to talk to Megan about her Audio/visual person.  There is a $50 fee, but he does all the UWSA events so we trust him.  Blair can you speak to Megan?  We need to write up a set up for housekeeping so they can set it up.  Next week we will discuss the financial and advertising portion of it.  I will have the hotel and transportation information set up.  Did you check if they received our check?

Wilkinson: I am assuming they did.  I will check on that today.  

Chaudry:  We need to set prices, decide on packages for groups, and then sort out advertising, and promotions.  

Wilkinson:  We need a letter asking for sponsorship.

Fiorini: I can do that.  

Chaudry: Does anyone have any prices in mind?  Steven Lewis the charged $25, Norm Chomsky was $20; we could do $20 or $15.  It will be free for our students and then we will charge the public.  Make it available for high schools, and NGOs, hand out letters to departments.  

Wilkinson:  I would say $15.  

Chaudry:  Okay.  Next week Blair you can come up with a detailed list under advertising and finance and then assign jobs

Curran:  Do we do refreshments or anything for after or during?

Chaudry:  All they had was a book signing last time.  He was an hour late because of the plane.  So what they did was there was a group of high school students doing a presentation, we let them go and meet with him and get to know him.  We could set it up but it might be a little crazy  Blair see if he will come for dinner with us after also.

5.1 Request for Funding – WLA

They would like a response by October 1st.

Kavanaugh:  Who goes?

Chaudry:  All student leaders.  Usually the president and one other person go to represent the society.  We have funded them before, my only reservation is that they have a substantial budget, and have a lot of backing from the university.  They do something that we can befit from, but I would rather allocated funding towards events for students and that students can use toward their events.  

Nassereddine:  Society will recognize with a certificate, picture in student news, and we have the ability to raise awareness and ask student leaders to contribute to a charity of their choice.  Their first dinner is October 12th.  

Fiorini:  The problem is that it is not something that is open up to the students.

Chaudry:  I agree.  Their argument is that they help executives find a way to lead for their students.

Wilkinson:  But do we want money from them for when Craig comes?

Chaudry:  That is a good point.  We can use it to advertise.  We can give them $400.  When you tell them, you do it with stipulation that we will get support from them.

3.3 Fundraising with Engineers- Guinness World Record Attempt

D’Onofrio:  Engineering society would like to discuss things that we can do to get our societies together and cooperate.  We started thinking about things we could do to raise money for a local charity, we were thinking Habitat for Humanity, since they help in a means of addressing a social problem and engineering through construction.  We thought about running the world’s longest floor hockey game.  The record is a 26-hour game however we would like a 48-hour game.  Already the ball rolling and spoke to Guinness, they have sent information regarding what we need to do to make it official.  Guinness could attend the event and then they would give us the record on the spot or we would have to send it in to them.  There is two ways to go about this; 14 people set the current record.  My idea was a to get a whole bunch of people and do a marathon game.  Get huge sponsorship.  All have the people we can go and build a house for Habitat.  The second option is that we can get people to do a pledge type idea if we have to use only 14 people.  I can get free equipment.  If we do it that we can also run a congruent tournament.  People will come and watch us.  Guinness was also interested in the fact that we are a border city and thus there are huge International Media opportunities.  Guinness will go over our pitch and then send us guidelines.  I do not think there will be problem having 22 people for team because these are IHF standards.  We could get local stores to donate hotdogs and hamburgers.  Maybe even McDonalds will give food.  We could raise upwards of $50,000 if we really work at it.

Chaudry:  I think this is a great idea. 

D’Onofrio:  We could even provide a donation match as a society, but set a limit.  I do not think we have $50,000 to give, but maybe a couple thousand.
