3.0 Old Business


3.1Guest Speaker

3.1.1 Media

D’Onofrio – No updates form the contact people yet. I have been notified that all of our press and pamphlets and media have to be sent to the liaison for approval. In order to film, we have to agree that we only share 10 % of the tape (ie, if it goes on for an hour, only six minutes can be shown by outside media). We’re allowed to tape the even fully for our archives, but we’re not allowed to share more than 10% of what we tape, and that 10% has to be approved by the liaison. No other media is allowed except for us, but we are allowed to share the 10% that the liaison approves. 

Fiorini – I’m writing the sponsorship letters, but I need more information as to what I can write and how much we should be asking for. 

3.1.2 Sponsorships Letters 

Chaudry – We’ll send everything for approval, including the sponsorship letter. Write two letters, one format for all of the organizations on campus, and the second for off campus groups, such as NGOs and the like. In that case you’ll need to discuss how it is tied into the community, and to justify the money we’re asking for.

Fiorini – I was thinking we should set up sponsorship percentages so that if they donate a large amount, they can get something back for it

Chaudry – It’s a good idea, but we can’t offer them many benefits. Let’s say we class them into Gold, Silver and Bronze sponsors, and give them recognition for that, and even priority seating depending on the funds donated. Ask for a $200.00 minimum, and explain who he is and why it’s important to come. Say if (rhetorically) thay donate X amount of money to us, we’ll give them X amount of free seats. 

3.1.3 Ticket Prices


Now, we have to agree on the ticket prices. Students will get in for free and all non students, including faculty, will pay $15.00 per person. 

Nassereddine – What about group prices? Will there be a discount?

Chaudry – We don’t want to give too large of a discount so as to not lose money, but we can give them a small cut. Let’s say that we have a group of 12, and we’ll give them a discount of $10.00 per person, but it has to be formed in advance. We don’t want people meeting up outside and saying they’re in a group. 

3.1.4 Seating

D’ Onofrio – What about the seating capacity and the seating plan?

Chaudry – We’ll follow the seating plan they had last year of the Steven Lewis even. We can have Meghan’s (Carvoni?, director of Student Life) team to set up.

3.1.5 Hotel and Car Service 


Now, about he hotel booking, I couldn’t find a hotel that I liked yet, because I want to place him in a nice hotel near or overlooking the river. The Hampton on Huron Church is available, but I’m looking at other options. I have a contact in the Hotel Booking business and they’re helping me find a good deal. Have we looked into the car service? 

Fiorini – I’ll have the full information next meeting. 

Chaudry – Assume it’s for a day so we can pay a flat rate because we never know exactly when his flight is going to arrive, and also after if we take him out to dinner. We’ll need the limo for the day after to drive him back to the airport. 

D’Onofrio – I’ll check with my contact to make sure we are allowed to take him out to dinner.

3.1.6 Setting up in the CAW and Catering Services 

Chaudry – Catering services; we need to set times and approach them. CAW needs to be closed earlier and the Catering services will be upset. We need it shut by 7:30, but 7:00 will be ideal. The event will start at 8:00 and we need to clear everyone out so that liaison can have the sound check that’s outlined in the contract (1/2 hour needed) and we’ll need to set up seating before that; at around 6:00 Meghan’s team should have that done.  

Wilkinson: I’ll set up a meeting with Meghan and report back for the next meeting. 

3.1.7 Advertisements 

Chaudry – We need a poster or small flyer set up and distributed to the department secretaries so they can pass them on to the professors. 

Fiorini – We need the sponsorships logos or names on the posers. 

Chaudry – We need to know who the sponsors will be by the 26th (two weeks). Jenn (Fiorini), will you find the contacts or do you want someone delegated to find the contact information for you?

Fiorini – I would prefer not to look for them because I’m doing so much else

Chaudry – Okay, Sabrina (Jamal) will find it then. Use the campus directory and find all possible contact information, contact names if you can, both hard and digital as soon as possible. Find UWSA, OPRIG, OPUS, Alumni Affairs, and everyone else to contact as fully as possible. 

Jamal - I’ll find them as soon as possible, and for the next meeting 

Chaudry – The posters need to be as effective as possible. We’ll need a slogan and the sponsors on there, as well as funky colours to attract people and grab their attentions. 

Wilkinson - I need to put the SSS logo on there, but I need it posted on the Google Group.

Chaudry – I’ll post it up there today.

3.1.8 Ticket Printing

Fiorini – I’ll speak to acontact I think can help us out.

Wilkinson – I’ll speak to Kim (Graduate Secretary) to see if she could help us out.

Chaudry – We can also contact the ticket master and see about them. Everyone then will look into it. Look at design, price range, and we’ll need an update by next meeting. 

D’Onofrio – I’ll contact the Windsor Star, and the Lance

Nassereddine – And send in the information as a press release; it’s better. 

D’Onofrio – I’ll look into it and other media contacts. 

Chaudry – We’ll need to give the guest speaker a complementary gift, so I’ll look into it.

3.0 Old Business

3.1Guest Speaker 

Wilkinson: I finished the flyer, and I have it here to show to everybody. *passes it around*

Chaudry: I like it, but can we move the Social Science Society logo to the top?

Wilkinson: Yes, but I thought we’d leave it on the bottom because it says that the SSS is presenting it at the top.

Chaudry: All right, that’s good.

Wilkinson: We don’t have time to put the sponsorships’ names and logos on the flyer, and get them printed, so I think we should just have a giant poster with all of our sponsors at the event.

Chaudry: That sounds great. We’ll do that.

Fiorini: I looked at he different prices for ticket and poster printing, but the businesses I called didn’t get back to me, except for Allegra on Huron Church. The prices they gave me are $150.00 for the tickets, and posters 39 cents each. I think the woman I talked to is confused about this because I wanted posters, not flyers. It shouldn’t be that inexpensive for posters, but she insisted that it is.

Chaudry: I worked with them before and they are very expensive. 

D’Onofrio: I can look into getting good deal, too

Chaudry: Allright. Let’s look into this one place in Leamington where we can get a good price. If we’re on a time crunch it might be better if we don’t look into too many deals. We need to advertise the event as soon as possible. Okay, so about the hotels, we’re better off waiting until almost the last minute when booking a hotel because we’ll get a better deal on it. 

Wilkinson: We might not need a hotel for them if they plan on flying out right after the speech. 

D’Onofrio: I talked to my contact (Lisa?) and she told me that there is no way at all that we can take Craig out to dinner because they’re on too much of a time constraint. She mentioned something about the Save the Children Team thanking us for our offer. I’ll get clarification of how many people are coming down; she mentioned four from what I can see. 

Firoini: isn’t it only supposed to be 2 people? Just Craig and his assistant?

D’Onofirio: Yes, it’s what’s in the contract. I’ll email my contact and double check. 

Firoini: I called different companies for transportation information, and we have two options. We can pay by trip, which is about $20.00 per trip, which would cost about $80.00 for the night. OR we can get a limo that we pay per hour, but it’s a waste of money. I spoke to an elderly gentleman that has experience with guest speakers and the University of Windsor, so I think going with him and the shuttle would be the best choice. 

Chaudry: We also need to look into the next day if they’re staying overnight and the shuttle to the airport. 

Fiorini: All right, I’ll make a note of it. So about the sponsorship letter, I’ve posted it online in the Google group so we can all look it over. How many seats can I promise these sponsors? 

Chaudry: Well, it depends on how much money they give and how large their group is. We’ll have to decide with a one-by-one basis. 

Fiorini: I don’t think many community groups would be interested in sponsoring this event, so I thought we could send a letter to the United Way and hope that they would send it to groups they think would be interested. 

D’Onofiro: We’re doing well with the media contacts. I’ve been taking care of that this past week. 

Farron: Maybe we need to look for other non-profit groups

Chaudry: All right, we also need to catch the UWSA board meeting. We need to present and fill out the sponsorship package. Our request for the meeting needs to be sent prior to the meeting, so we can present our request.

Wilkinson: I can talk to Meghan and see about that. 

Firorini: That reminds me; Marla Cronin told me that the CAW can hold 550 people without the balcony, so I was wondering about the seating of the sponsors. 

Chaudrry: No, the CAW can hold more like 400 with the balcony because we’ll need room for the stage and also, the main desk wall block the view, so we can’t seat people there either. 

Kavanaugh: We need to put up posters next Tuesday. Everybody can grab a stack and put them up around campus. 

Chaudry: Oaky, We’ll all do that.

Fiorini: We’ll also need flyers to pass on the department head s and professors. I would like to print the flyers on coloured paper.

Kavanaugh: I can get a stack of blue papers for you. 

Firoini: Great.

3.2 Hockey Game

Firorini: Aaron (D’Onofirio) and I went to the Engineering society meeting to discuss the hockey game. 

D’Onofrio: We’re looking into getting the St Denis Centre because we were thinking that we can section it off into three sections, and we’ll have use of the multi-purpose room so that player can rest or do whatever they need to do. And we’ll hopefully have access to the locker rooms and the sleep rooms. Bob Reaume of Bob Reaume Sports has offered to be a sponsor, and he said that he’ll donate equipment and that he’ll also be a referee. 

Firoini: It’s hard to lock in the St Denis thou. We’re trying to have the 48 hour game go from dates around the 6th to the 9th, in that time frame. It’ll work out hopefully because track season will be done.  And this will be good media for the university. 

Chaudry: An alternative could be the Education Gym. I’ll book it so that we can have an official place to put on the sponsorship letter. That way, when the University shows interest, we can book it to the St Denis centre. 

D’Onofrio: Okay, and the Engeneers need to get more involved in the planning. We’ve set up a committee, but I think it’s better if we set up a club so that way we have more authority. And we’ll be able to make everybody sign a contact, participants and organizers, so that this game goes the way it should.
