3.0 Old Business

3.1 SSS Position

Popovic - After talking it over with Fareeaa, I’ve decided to pass on the position of Secretary/Chair to her. As neither one of us wishes to be the PR position needed, I respectfully resign from the position effective immediately. However, since Fareeaa didn’t show up today, I’ll stay and take minutes. I had a nice time working with everybody, and if any position opens up here let me know about it so I can work with everyone here again. 

3.2 Guest Speaker 

Kavenaugh - I talked to Meghan, and she told me that they’ll close the building for us (CAW). Dale (Coffin, General Manager of CAW) is away until Monday, and we’ll need to talk to him about everything, but the CAW is booked. We really need to have the chairs and audio booked from 3:00 pm (CAW will run audio for us, set up at 3:00). We won’t have to worry about that set up, as the CAW staff will take care of it, but it needs to be booked ASAP. 

Fiorini – All of the sponsorship letters have been faxed to the Free the Children people for them to look it over. The United Way has contacted me yesterday, and they’re going to send out the letter to their community contacts. We can pay them a fee and have them send it out to all of the organizations, but if they email it it’s free. The woman I spoke to says that she knew that he was coming to Windsor since the summer, but we don’t know how they know.

D’Onofrio – I’ll check up on it, as the FTC organization doesn’t even have this even posted on their website. 

Firoini - Also, the letters and flyers are ready to be distributed to the FASS department, so we’ll have the faculty help us advertise this event. 

D’Onofrio - That’s great. Thanks again for taking that on. I talked to the FTC team, and they said that they’re expecting a team of four to come down. (Craig, the assistant, the logistics contact, and Craig’s brother). But we don’t really have to worry about that because we’ve followed the contract in terms of hotel room bookings. 

Wilkinson – Okay, we know from Aaron’s (D’Onofrio’s) side about the booking of the hotel rooms for 2 people like it’s stated in the contact, not 4. As far as meals go, if they send us more receipts for a normal dinner (that’s two people’s dinner with entrée, dessert and main, and drink) then anything else will not be covered by the SSS.

D’Onofrio – It looks like they’re driving down, so it’ll be cheaper than airfare. 

Nassereddine – Sorry to backtrack, but could we set a maximum for food for the budget?

Wilkinson: No, because of the contract. WE don’t know how much the food wil be for them. We have to cover it for two people

2.3 UWSA Funding for Guest Speaker 

 (and Guest speaker, continuted)

Firoini – I need to know what the exact budget for the UWSA presentation. An exact budget.

Wilkinson – As far as the budget goes, we can’t give it to them until the day comes as far as transportation and dinner. 

Fiorini – I have to approach them for the next weeks meeting, and any other time is just too close to the date, let’s just put in airfare, etc and budget according to the contract. If they change it, we’ll deal with it. 

Kavenaugh – Let’s emphasise that it’s tentative. 

Firoini – I have to give them a report after the event, so the budget needs to be as detailed as possible.

D’Onofiro – I’ll get in touch with my contacts ASAP to get you the info (logistics ppl)

Nassereddine – I’ll make you a spreadsheet to make it easier for you.

Firoini –I’ll leave some parts blank and say it’s for official confidential information until we can get the numbers. 

D’onofrio – there’s a clause (in the contract) that says that we cover airfare ONLY if it’s 400 km from Toronto, but Windsor is only 394 kms.  

Wilkinson – I’ll make a Google thread to the groups so that we can all add into all of to out respective information.

D’onofrio – (Addressing Fiorini) I’ve contacted the local media, but when (in terms of when do you want them to start printing/announcing it) do you want me to give them the information for?

Fiorini – Just give them my contact info so that we can get them the tickets and seating. They shouldn’t have to pay because they’re covering it. 

D’Onofrio – A-channel wants to do an advertising blip for us. 

Nassereddine – Faxing a press release for the Windsor star is great ahead of time.

D’Onofrio – Jenn (Fiorini), send me your press release so I can forward it on.

Firorini – All right. I’ll do it soon. 

Kavenaugh – I talked to Meghan and it turns out that the CAW centre can seat 650 people. Also, I’d like to make request that we do not wear jeans etc, look professional and don’t wear anything made by sweat shop labour, with respect to Craig’s mission. 

Wilkinson – I just have to run a couple of questions to satisfy the contract. Anything we don’t want him to talk about, no?  Ok Shae (Kavenaugh), I need the contact information for the CAW. We’ll tell him he can invite guests, but that we need to know who these people are so that we can save those seats. About transportation, gas per mileage is 40 cents per kilometre, (that we have to cover) about 400 for transportation, which is cheaper than a flight. He can sell book, we’ll set up a booth for him, 

Curran -  Let’s set up a mike in the isle so that people can ask their questions for Craig. That way, they’ll have very easy access to the microphones instead of wasting time walking all around, or shuffling the mikes back and forth. 

Wilkinson – I’ll need to have that transportation contact information that you were talking about, Jenn. 

Fiorini – I’ll send you the transportation contact, or I’ll post it on the Google group

2.4 Hockey Game 

Kavenaugh – I’ve spoken to Dylan Firth, (of the Engineering Society) and he told me that he‘ll have four names for us for the committee. I’ll forward to Jenn (Firorini) and Aaron (D’Onofrio)

D’Onofrio – Amal (chaudry) said she’d start up a club for us, and the name that we’re going with is either Hockey for Humanity or Hockey for Homes. I’ve heard back form Guiness and they’ve started the adjudication for our even and in three weeks we’ll hear from them. Victory Sports will also give us support, either money of jrerseys. 

Wilkinson – As for first aid, if I approach the EWBMS then I can probably get a supervisor for the Essex Windsor paramedic Bike Team ($500) to be there to look out for the players and what not. 

Fiorini – Maybe it would be good to get the nursing society to volunteer their time. It’s a good way to get free first aid and get another society involved. The Red Cross does all the first aid for Habitat for Humanity, so we’ll look at what we can do with them.
