Sasso: In May 2008, there was a meeting held in transition between the new and old executive. Curran was sent two constitutions which were both identical. The constitution was passed on to Curran. 

Curran - "In August of June we ratified our constitution, in that approval it actually approved what we are working on for this year. We cannot make constitutional change for this year, only for the year after us. 

Woodrich - "the problem is we thought we were ratifying the current constitution however, the constitution we voted on and ratified was not the most current constitution.”
We first need to concentrate on getting a copy of the most current constitution, look it over and talk to the UWSA about the situation.
