· Buy tickets from comtix.com (approx $50 and includes logo, info, etc)

· Draw tickets at the charity ball. 

· Work on getting permission to have ticket sales at the info desk.

· $5 a ticket.

· If we have a guest speaker we could charge $5 at the door which will take care of the guest speaker and the ticket to win $2,500 (good idea to tie the guest speaker into the charity we are trying to benefit)

· Commons booth for sales once a week

· Approach high schools for sales to graduates. 

· Ask other societies to sell tickets or buy tickets

Do we want to charge for the guest speaker? Or should we just charge non social science students?

· If asking them to only buy tickets we can ask them up to the end of January. If we want them to contribute we should be pitching at their next meeting. 

Curran - we should make a SSS banner, for this as well as every other event.

Curran - we should make flyers to hand out to grade 12 high school students. Cronin is going to contact some schools (Public) and Thomas (Catholic) and see what can be done.

· Kavanugh will make the flyers.

· Lottery licence - get a licence to run a lottery we have to pay 3% of the prize ($65). Cronin is going to look into this. 

Once we get societies and school boards figured out we need to make a list of to whom and how many tickets we will be given out. 

4.2 Guest Speaker

Are we going to find a speaker related to the charity we are trying to fund?
· Ron McClain is a huge name and would bring out a lot of people. It has nothing to do with topic 

· Ron McClain - $12,000. Current events, ethics, media, sports, adventures.

We can collaborate with UWSA to get a bigger speaker and split the cost. UWSA is on board with this. We could also approach the Alumni association for some help. 

· Other names - David Suzuki ($20,000), Roman Delare ($20,000)

It is important to get a well known speaker to attract people. 

900 chairs is capacity.

A problem with booking a big name is that we cannot wait long before doing it or they could be booked.
