1- The paper did not address any real scenario to explain how the system really works. The paper leaves it to the readers to imagine how it is going to work. There is no clear steps for the process when the client visit a health care center for treatment, how the Health care center is going to charge the insurance company..etc 

2- Identity theft: the card is digitaly signed and secured by the insurance company Key to validate that the card has been issued by “the company”. The card doesn’t hold an identification meacnisim to authenticate the holder of the card. OR these mechanisim was not addressed in the paper.(  I can give my card to my brother who can use it as if it is belonging to him).

3- The paper didn’t clearly mention where the client health records are going to be stored or saved. If  these information will be recorded on  the smart card, then the paper did not address the limited smart card space.

Owner Controlled Information Health Insurance Company

1. The writers failed to mention the owner is going to update his data. There argument is that the owner has to come to their office in other update his information. Therefore, one of the aims of owners controlling their information is defeated, since it is meant for owner to continently update certain of his information like address.

2. The paper did not address the issue of owner's access control. For owner to own his information means that he will able to access it on his own with some restrictions on the on what he can change and read. The paper failed to address how the owner will be able to share his information with a third party

3. The paper failed to address what will happen to information that the owner release to third party or anybody that the owner feels to give his information. How can the owner be assured that those people did not retain his information longer than is necessary?
