Alumni honor Dr. Akshai Aggarwal for excellence in teaching

During the university's 35th Convocation ceremonies, June 9 to 11, 2006 at the St. Denis Centre, the University of Windsor Alumni Association honored Dr. Akshai Aggarwal with an Alumni Award for Distinguished Contributions to University Teaching.
The awards were established by the University of Windsor Alumni Association in 1987 to honor and recognize faculty members who have been nominated by colleagues, alumni and their students as deserving of this award. The award is also intended to provide incentive and encouragement for achieving excellence in teaching and learning on this campus. 
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Since joining the University of Windsor a mere six years ago, his students have made it clear that computer science professor Dr. Akshai Aggarwal is a superb teacher.
