LinkedIN is a social networking site mainly intended for professionals to connect with each other. It was founded in December 2002 by Reid Hoffman and launched in May 2003. As of May 2008, it had 24 million registered users, in over 150 different industries.  
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Features

-Add contacts to a list called Connections

-Second-degree connections can also be created using the connections of the current user’s contacts

-Used to find employment, people or business

-Employers can post jobs and also find potential employees

-People looking for employment can view profiles of their potential employers

-LinkedIn Answers, allows users to ask questions in their community for others to answer

-LinkedIn Groups allows users to join groups according to industry, alumni, etc.

-A new feature called LinkedIn Polls is still in beta; this feature allows users to conduct polls among their connections

-LinkedIn Mobile allows users to access a minimal version of the site from a mobile phone or other mobile device
