UNIVERSITY OF WINDSOR, a corporation created

By Special Act of the Province of Ontario
hereafter called “the University”

hereinafter called “the City”

OF THE SECOND PART

THE CORPORATION OF THE COUNTY OF
ESSEX, a municipal corporation, in the said
Province, . '
hereinafter called “the County”

OF THE THIRD PART

WHEREAS the University has among other objects the intellectual,
spiritual, moral, social and physical development of its members and students, and in
the attainment of such objects recognizes its role in community service including the

cultural, recreational and physical development of the community;

AND WHEREAS the University has undertaken to make available for
community use as herein defined certain facilities located on the South Campus, and
as coincidental thereto certain parking facilities, relying upon the support of the public,

the City and the County.

AND WHEREAS the University in recognition of such support has



agreed to enter into an agreement with the City and County to assure on a fair and
equitable basis the availability of the certain facilities on the South Campus, and as
coincidental thereto certain parking facilities, for the cultural, recreational and physical
development of the community consistent with its responsibilities in the fulfiment of its
said objects;

WITNESSETH in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants,
agreements and understandings the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. The University shall make available for community use as herein defined

the certain facilities on the South Campus, and as coincidental thereto (certain
parking facilities for the duration of this agreement conditional upon the following
interdependent grants toward the cost of renovation of the existing fieldhouse building
and adjacent recreation facilities and, at the option of the University, related systems
and other structures, hereinafter referred to as the “new facilities”, equipment and
fumishings; |
(@)  a Capital Grant by the City in the amount of $533,600 in
which the principal sum of $177, 867 shall become due
and payable in each of the years 2002 to 2004 inclusive.
(b)  aCapital Grant by the County in the amount of $266,400
of which the principal sum of $53,804 shall become due
and payable in each of the years 2002.to 2006 inclusive;
It is understood that the Capital Grants of the City and County
respectively shall be applied only to the cost of renovation of the fieldhouse building
and adjacent recreational facilities as outlined in attached Appendix A. In addition to

providing access, it is understood that the University will provide funding for

renovations in Appendix A, in the amount of two million dollars (2 million),
